Frequently Asked Questions and Answers   DBR Form 33-032

Q: What are my voting rights in the condominium association?

A: Each unit is entitled to one vote. If a unit is owned by more than one person the owners must designate a voting representative. Votes may be exercised in person or by proxy.

Q: What restrictions exist on my right to use my unit?

A:  The use of the unit is regulated by the Condominium Documents and the Rules and Regulations. This is a 55 plus community, one occupant must be over 55. No children under 18. No pets. Consult the Docs and R&R for full restrictions.

Q: What restrictions exist on the leasing of my unit?

A: Leasing is covered in the Docs and R&R. No unit may be leased in the first year ownership. Leases must be for a minimum of 6 months and only one lease per year. Leases must be approved by the Board.
Q: How much are my Maint. Fee’s to the condominium association?

A: All units are assessed in accordance with the percentage of Maint. Fee’s outlined in the Docs. Assessments are due the first day of each month, and are subject to legal action if not paid on time. Special assessments may be levied by the Board.

Q: Do I have to be a member in any other association?

A: There is no other association.

Q: Am I required to pay rent or land use fees for recreational or other commonly used facilities?

A: None.

Q: Is the association involved in any court cases in which it may face liability in excess of $1000.

A: No.
